LIN, Philip Chicheng, 
91, of Tampa, passed 
July 16, 2006. He was 
born February 2, 1915, 
in Beijing, China, as the 
eldest son of Lin Hsing 
Kwei, a prominent attor-
ney. Philip received a 
degree from Xing Hua 
University in Beijing in 
1938 and a degree in 
economics from the 
University of Wisconsin 
in 1942. He later was 
granted an Master of 
Business Administration 

degree from Columbia University and a Master of 
Fine Arts degree from Yale University School of Ar-
chitecture in 1946. In the 1960s, he was part of the 
innovative Model Cities Project in New Haven, Conn. 
In 1964, he joined the Hillsborough County Planning 
Commission and retired 16 years later in 1980 as the 
deputy director in charge of advanced planning. Mr. 
Lin was a founding member and past president of 
the Hukyu Bonsai Society  and the Suncoast Asso-
ciation of Chinese Americans. He was an active 
member of Phi Lambda, the Tampa Bay area Colum-
bia and Yale alumni associations and the Chinese 
Christian Alliance Church of Tampa Bay. Philip is 
survived by his wife, Constance; sons, Tony, Ray-
mond and Sherman; daughters-in-law, Jeannette and 
Loyti; and grandchildren, James, Katherine and Re-
becca. Although he lived in many places around the 
world, he loved Tampa the best of all.
