He 
moistened the raffia and teased 
out several long bundles, then 
spent the next half-hour pa-
tiently wrapping the trunk 
with our attention fastened on 
his every move.  Then he ap-

plied about a reel of heavy aluminum wire and started 
the bending process.  The club gasped with one voice 
when he made the first bend and we heard a sound 
like a plank cracking.  Mike had warned us not to be alarmed...but…  Here are some photos of 
the wrapping process, the “bending team,” shaping, and the “finished” product.
