March Guidelines for Care

Weather Protection:

appropriate insecti-

If the temperature is
staying above 50,
tropicals can be
moved from winter

protection

Feeding: As the buds
begin to swell start
feeding lightly with a
balanced, relatively
higher nitrogen fer-
tilizer about every
two weeks (ex.1/2
strength 10-10-10).
Its a good idea to ro-
tate between organic
fertilizer - full
strength - and inor-

ganic fertilizer at 1/2

strength.

Styling: Follow your

normal routine. KCCP

after the new growth.

Repotting: Decidu-
ous trees should be
transplanted when
beginning to bud.
Tropicals are best to
transplant when
growing (later in the
spring).

Pest Control: Espe-
cially watch for cat-
erpillars this month,
also aphids, boring
insects, spider mites,

mealy bugs, etc. Use

cide and follow label
instructions. Some-
times soapy water
will do the job (ex. 1
T. Basic-H in 1 gallon
of water) used as
needed to drown in-
sects on any plant
except succulents and
the flowers of most
plants. Spray two
weeks after seeing

white fly swarm.

Repeat in 10 days ex-
cept for spider mites,
then spray every 3
days for at least 9
days.
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Having for some months collected
historical documents of Hukyu, I have
now gone as far as possible. There
may be other information that is held
among our earlier members, but
unless the combined recollection of
those in the club who have longer
memories of Hukyu than I (especially
in the intermediate years of about
1985 - 2005) can help further, this is
as far as we can go.

While the history is far from com-
plete, it is a good start, and the most
important events and dates from Hu-
kyu's past have been archived through
these articles on its history.

T hope others will take up the cudgels,
do more work and find some enjoy-
ment in researching this rather re-
markable mini-community further.

All the information I have now is ready
to be passed on to this year's (and I
hope future) librarian, Gerald Wilson,
our remarkably capable newsletter
editor, Lois Powell and our always
helpful and thoughtful BSF district
supervisor, Esther Searfoss.

Looking ahead — “Synchronicity”:

With the studying of the wealth of
Hukyu history documents provided us
by Bill Brazill, it seems clear. It seems
to me that Hukyu is undergoing a re-
birth of sorts -- at least potentially so.

I have now finally met with Dawn
Johnson who kindly gave me a long
interview, during which she expressed
interest in something to do with bonsai
and/or other Japanese/eastern art

Of course, all this is just expressed
interest on their part at this point; they
must see that we have the firepower to
do a superior exhibit. Of course, it's
been done once by Hukyu already (in
1983). Dawn suggested I supply her a
list of dates of bonsai activities which
she could attend, and get a feel for

what we can do. That's in the works,
and I'll be talking to Dave about which
Hukyu meetings might be appropriate
to show her.

I'm hoping to invite her to a couple of
other bonsai activities as well
(Sarasota's Marie Selby collection for
one, and perhaps one of their meet-
ings), USF and the Hukyu display, and
other places she might be interested in
as well.

Tampa has chosen several "sister" cit-
ies, none of them are in Japan or
China, thus not very useful to generate
interest in bonsai.

Agrigento, Italy, Ashdod, Israel,
Barrangilla, Colombia, Boca del Rio,
Mexico, Izmir, Turkey, LeHavre,
France, Oviedo, Spain and Vera Cruz,

Mexico

St. Petersburg has two sister cities,
Takamatsu, Japan, and, appropriately I
suppose, St. Petersburg, Russia.

Takamatsu has about 250 years of pro-
fessional bonsai growing, an annual
bonsai festival, and, at last report, 109
bonsai farmers, with an emphasis on
goyo matsu, kuro matsu and nishiki
matsu (the Japanese white pine, Japa-
nese black pine, and the corky barked
form of the Japanese black pine).

Clearwater’s Sister City's program is in
conjunction with Nagano, Japan.

Sundamizu is already involved with
Clearwater, having participated in the
50th anniversary Lantern Festival last
year.

To continue the relationship, having
found the official tree of Nagano is the
Japanese linden, which will grow here,
[ bought two of them in hopes of hav-
ing Sundamizu offer them to Clearwa-
ter and/or Nagano during and after we
have styled them for bonsai.

While no specific details have been
worked out yet, Elizabeth Minor, the
head of the program, has expressed
serious interest, and, in fact, suggested
we participate in providing small bon-
sai displays when visiting dignitaries
and/or schoolchildren from Nagano
visit. More to come on that as it
evolves.

And, Sundamizu would welcome par-
ticipation from either of the other
clubs as and when programs come to
be decided on. Beyond being able to
meet interested Japanese, it might
(well, let's dream) eventuate in inter-
ested members being able to partici-
pate in one of their jaunts to Nagano.

Further, in an effort to create new
vitality in our programming, T have
begun to discuss some new ideas with
Dave Collom, Hukyu's programmer
this year, Robert Yarbrough, Gerald
Wilson, Lois Powell, Marian Borchers,
and hopefully in the near future any
others who might be interested in
coming forward and making their sug-
gestions known. One of those ideas
will be carried out for the April and
May programs: a double extended

find a way of doing them. Of course, in
the process, they will generate more
"history" for Hukyu.

Now that Hukyu is finding itself, let us
hope that will help us find more such
synchronicity...and beauty: in our-
selves, in camaraderie within the
group, and in our bonsai. I have one
recommendation. Suncoast does it
already, and that is to appoint an archi-
vist to keep a thorough documentation
of what Hukyu is and has done, for
future reference.

It would have to be of interest to eve-
ryone and particularly of interest to
new members, and another bonding
activity for all of Hukyu.
